ITINERARY: 
Slight deviations in the itinerary are sometimes necessary, depending on weather and road conditions.
Day 1 BANGKOK – AYUTTHAYA        (-/L/-) 
 In the morning, we pick you up from your hotel in Bangkok and drive to visit Bang-Pa-In, the old Royal Summer Residence and Wat Nivet Thammapravat.  Afterwards, take a long-tail boat to visit Ayutthaya, the former capital of Siam (1350-1767 AD). Ayutthaya's historic temples are scattered throughout this once magnificent city and along the encircling rivers, several of the more central ruins like Wat Phra Si Sanphet, Wat Mongkhon Bophit, Wat Phra Mahathat and others will be visited exclusively by rocket head Tuk Tuk.  Lunch will be served at a local restaurant by the river.  Afterwards we will continue to a nearby Muslim community where we will try one of the most famous local delights; the “Ayutthaya candy floss Roti” and then you will also get a chance to visit local handicraft producing houses. 

 Next stop will be at a local market where you will have time to enjoy a wide variety of Thai food and desserts, with a recommendation from our guide for delicious local dishes. (If the visit of this day falls into a weekend, we will also visit Talad Gong Khong market, a newly established market worth visiting. Showcasing Ayutthaya's old ways of life, the market's name is derived from the fact that visitors who want to purchase or buy something will need to bend down (Gong Khong). A wide range of reasonably priced local products including fresh and chemical-free vegetables and fruits, as well as OTOP (One Tamboon (district) One Product) products and desserts are available.) Continue to the hotel for check-in and rest of the day at leisure.  

Overnight at Krungsri River Hotel. 
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	Day 2 AYUTTHAYA – ANGTHONG – SINGBURI - UTHAI THANI     (B/L/-) 

 Breakfast at the hotel.  Depart for Uthai Thani via Angthong. En route, stop for a visit of several interesting sites showcasing Thai culture & heritage:   Wat Tha Sutthawat: This ancient temple was constructed in the early Ayutthaya period and its compound is shaded with large trees and offers a magnificent view of the Chao Phraya River. Ban Bang Sadet Court Doll Center is a high rise Thai house behind Wat Tha Sutthawat and its main purpose is to help the villagers earn an additional income. Wat Sakaeo, built in 1699 it became an orphan’s care center with many children unde supervision. Inside this temple, there is a center for hand woven fabrics, a project supported by Her Majesty the Queen to help them making good-quality woven clothes. In front of the temple you will find Pa Mok Cultural Center, showing demonstrations of weaving, silverware and court doll production and agricultural products from housewives.  Drum-Making Village, a village which specializes in traditional drum-making made from cow hide and softwood with exquisite craftsmanship.  Wat Khun Inthapramun, featuring the largest reclining Buddha in Thailand.   Wickerwork Village: Located in "Ban Bangchaocha", HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn visited this village and advised people to grow “Sisuk bamboo” to be used as raw material for the art of traditional basketry. Wat Sawang Arom is a centre of arts education regarding the construction of “ubosoths” (ordination halls), “viharns” (image halls), “salas” (open air pavilions) and the sculpture of Buddha images. If the timing allows it, we will visit the nearby Nang Yai Museum which puts on display more than 300 perfect and playable "Nang Yai". (Thai shadow puppets).
Overnight at the Country Lake Nature Resort 
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Day 3 UTHAI THANI          (B/L/-)

Breakfast at the hotel.  Early morning start biking from the resort along the lake passing by banana plantations and stop to admire the sea of red water lilies, continue biking passing by local villages, fruit and vegetable plantations and rice fields. Several stops will be made to see spirit houses, charcoal works, farmers at work, herbal plants and some rare trees such as the Yang Na (Anethum graveolens L.).  Visit some local temples on the way to learn about Buddhism and the influence of religion on Thai ways of life.  Also we will stop to visit some famous handicraft workshops (OTOP) producing stainless steel knifes, incense sticks, candles and traditional basketry. The trip ends at a local restaurant famous for Thai food cooked with fresh water fish where you will enjoy lunch. After lunch, continue to Uthai Thani town to explore the city and the lively colourful fresh market before you embark on a typical river barge for a boat trip along Sakae Krang River with the floating houses, fish farms and picturesque temples. Rafts on the Sakae Krang River reflect the local lifestyle which has always been linked to water. Water is used to grow pandanus and for fish cultivation in floating baskets, particularly the gourami. This has become the main occupation of the province and has made it famous. Before returning to the hotel, stop for a visit of Wat Chantharam or Wat Tha Sung, a large meditation center with its “Crystal Hall” and “The Golden Altars”, famous throughout Thailand.
Overnight at the Country Lake Nature Resort

	Day 4 UTHAI THANI  - BAN RAI         (B/L/-) 

Breakfast at the hotel.  In the morning, depart for a visit of Hup Pa Tat Valley, surrounded by old limestone mountains and the margosa forest, a hidden forest with rare big palm trees which seem to be from the time of “Jurassic Park”. After walking through a 100 meters long tunnel, you will find yourself in a different green world; the valley has high humidity contributing to the abundant flora. Afterwards, visit Prehistoric colour drawings at Khao Pla Ra, these coloured cave drawings represent humans and animals in red and black and are certainly invaluable as part of the artistic heritage of the country.  Continue by road to Huai Kha Khaeng Wildlife Sanctuary, featuring almost every kind of forest found in Thailand. The unspoiled nature of the reserve makes it an ideal home to various rare and endangered animal species. Due to these attributes, Huai Kha Khaeng Wildlife Reserve was named as a Natural World Heritage Site by the UNESCO. Picnic lunch will be provided before we hop on a “Songthaew” (local truck) and ride on a dirt road to the Ciber Waterfall where we start a 2 km soft trek through the surrounding nature trails. 
Overnight at Avatarn Miracles Resort           

	Day 5 BAN RAI – SUPHANBURI        (B/L/-) 

 Breakfast at the hotel.  In the morning, depart for Suphanburi with stops to visit several sites en route: Lao Si-Lao Khrang Weaving Group; the last place in the province that keeps the Lao SiLao Khrang textile pattern alive until today. Bueng Chawak: a natural freshwater lake covering a huge area of over 2,700 rai (1,080 acres). The lake was declared a wildlife sanctuary area in 1983 and by its great variety of flora and fauna, the government registered Bueng Chawak as an important wetland under the Ramsar Convention. As a new destination of Suphan Buri, Bueng Chawak houses many interesting attractions as follows: • Bueng Chawak Aquarium which exhibits various species of fresh-water fish such as the giant catfish, clown feather back, bony tongue, tiger perch and many more. •Freshwater Crocodile Pond landscaped in a natural look, the pond houses 60 Siamese crocodiles with sizes ranging from 1.5 to 4 meters in length. • The Garden of Indigenous Vegetables consisting of landscaped garden houses it features over 500 species of native vegetables. The compound includes agricultural produce exhibition, an agro-tourism centre and a nursery.  Wildlife Extension Center presenting information on breeding and caretaking of many kinds of wildlife and offers good opportunities for bird watching. 100 Year old Market (Talaad Samchuk). This Chinese community and ancient market with traditional wooden shop-houses, a photograph shop which still takes pictures with a century-old camera and a herbal drugstore. Also enjoy tasting local sweets and sipping localstyle coffee by the river.  Buffalo Villages as perfect examples for the rural lifestyle with Thai farmer villages, buffalo ranches and traditional Thai houses on stilts. Lunch will be served at a local restaurant en route.  Arrive in Suphanburi in the late afternoon & check-in to the hotel for rest of the day at leisure.

Overnight at Khum Suphan Hotel 

	Day 6 SUPHANBURI – NAKON PATHOM       (B/L/-) 

 Breakfast at the hotel.  In the morning, visit Banharn-Jamsai Tower, the country’s first and highest viewpoint tower, offering a bird’s eye view over the province at a height of over 120 metres. Continue to the National Museum of Thai Rice Farmers; a mix between a traditional Thai house and a farmer’s granary (open on Wednesday – Sunday / 09.00-16.00). Continue to Nakon Pathom via Bang Pla Ma district to visit Bang Mae Mai Village where you may observe a cluster of traditional Thai teak houses that cannot be easily seen elsewhere. Afterwards, enjoy a pleasant “E-Tan” ride (a mini tractor or motor cart) to breath-in the fresh air among the lush green rice fields. Then, visit the Giant circular Pagoda at Nakhon Pathom that features an upside down bell shaped Chedi (Lankan style), which houses holy Lord Buddha relics. Arrive and check-in to the hotel for the rest of the day at leisure.  
Overnight at Rose Garden Riverside Resort  

	Day 7 NAKON PATHOM – BANGKOK        (B/-/-) 

Breakfast at the hotel.  Morning, visit the fascinating arts and crafts workshop village for a glimpse of authentic .Thai crafts and special techniques handed down through generations which have been kept alive until today by dedicated local people. Activities include weaving, rice cultivation, bamboo dancing, Thai martial arts, garland making, vegetable carving, ceramics, orchid growing, umbrella painting, traditional country cooking, and aspects of healthy living at the Thai Wellness Pavilion.  Afterwards, take a rice barge cruise from the hotel along the river passing ancient local temples and beautiful Thai style house. We disembark at Don Wai Market where a congregation of farmers and fruit growers gathers to sell their products. The market is filled on daily basis with produces from nearby orchards, many kinds of Thai food as well as sweetmeats, local products and handicrafts. At this market, you will have time to enjoy your own lunch (not included in the tour) with a recommendation from our guide for delicious local dishes. After the visit, transfer back to your hotel in Bangkok or Bangkok Airport for departure flight to the next destination
