Day 1 ARRIVAL HA NOI
Arrival in Ha Noi, meet your guide of Viet Legend Travel and transfer to your hotel where your guide will offer advice and assistance as required. 

Enjoy dinner in town. 

Overnight in Hanoi.

Day 2 Ha Noi city tour.(B/L/D)
After breakfast, a full day tour included the Mausoleum of the nations founder Ho Chi Minh (It close in Friday  & September ), a walking tour around Hanoi's vibrant, cyclo tour to see Old Quarter and Hoan Kiem Lake. In the afternoon, visit the Temple of Literature - the first Vietnamese university and the impressive Museum of Ethnology. Enjoy the water puppet show during the  visit

Overnight  in Hanoi
Day 3 Ha Noi - Ha Long bay.(Bt/L/D) This program  just process if the weather permitting
After breakfast , Enjoy the journey through the rich farmlands of the Red River Delta and the scenery of rice fields, water buffalo and everyday Vietnamese village life.  Arrive in Halong and board the traditional sailing junk with a fantastic cruise in Ha Long bay, visit Dinh Huong island, Ga Choi island, Dog island, Sail island & visit Sung Sot cave. Swimming at  Titov beach then transfer  to Luon Cave. Enjoy lunch  & dinner on board  spending a night on board

Overnight in Halong
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Day 4 HA LONG - HA NOI/ HA NOI – HUE(Brunch )
After breakfast, a morning cruise in a private junk on the emerald green waters of Ha Long Bay, among the 3,000 spectacular limestone islands. The cruise ends with a fresh seafood brunch  on board.. Transfer by car to Noi Bai airport to take flight to Hue.

Arrival in Hue welcome  by  our  local guide then transfer to hotel  
Overnight in Hue.
Day 5 HUE CYCLING BACKROAD (25+km cycling) ( B/L)
After breakfast, we take a cycle along the banks of the Perfume River to Hue ’s best-known religious site, Thien Mu Pagoda. Continue along the Perfume riverside to the Imperial Citadel and then to the local market Dong Ma. Have lunch at local Y Thao restaurant with Hue pancakes and specialties. 

In the afternoon, riding to the tombs of Khai Dinh and Tu Duc .Stop at some sections of off road through lush countryside to see the handicraft making incense and conical hat then back to the hotel. 

Overnight  in Hue 
Day 6 HUE – HOI AN (80+km cycling) 
After breakfast, Drive by van out of Hue. Then we can start cycling about 40 Km on High Way 1 to Lang Co Beach. on the way we will stop for  photos at the rice field, buffalos, grave yards, fishing ponds... stop at Lang Co Beach for relax and lunch. After lunch, you can go over Hai Van pass or thought the Hai Van Tunnels to Da Nang city. 

Continue 30km more to Hoi  AN old trading town and UNESCO World Heritage Site. Discovery the  town  by  your  own time

.Overnight in Hoi An (B/L)
Day 7 HOI AN(B/L) (25+km cycling) 
After breakfast, take to the bikes to explore Hoi An ancient town stopping to visit the central market, Japanese bridge and a merchant’s house. Ride into the villages in the surrounding countryside such as the lovely village of Thuan Tinh, set among rice fields and coconut groves. Stop to check out the strawberry garden and meet local villagers, have tea and perhaps buy some strawberry homemade wine. Cycle to Thanh Ha ceramic village. Return from Thanh Ha ceramic village on a relaxing cruise two hours by local wooden boat along the river all the way back to Hoi An. The rest of the afternoon is at leisure to relax in town, or at the beach. Once known as Faifo, Hoi An was one of the orient’s major trading ports in the 16th and 17th centuries. After the Thu Bon River linking Hoi An to the sea silted up, ocean going ships were no longer able to sail into town and trade moved 30km up the coast to Tourane, known nowadays as Danang. Despite the passing of 200 years and the ravages of weather and war, the centre of Hoi An remains much the same as it was in its heyday

Overnight  in Hoi An
Day 8 HOI AN/DANANG/NHA TRANG ( (B/L)

 After breakfast, have free time until you’re picked up for the flight to Nha Trang 

Nhatrang, the capital of the Khanh Hoa Province and is home to one of the most beautiful beaches in all of Vietnam. It is also internationally rated as one of the most beautiful bays in the world. The clear and turquoise water around Nha Trang is ideal for fishing, snorkeling and scuba diving. 

Overnight in Nha Trang
Day 9 NHA TRANG (20+km cycling) (B/L)

After breakfast, Explore Nha Trang by bikes and visit Ponagar Cham Temple, Chong rocks and  XQ embroidery workshop 

PM: transfer to Cau Da Jetty for day cruise to Mun Island, the first Marine Conservation Zone in Viet Nam, admire forests of coral reefs, multi -colorful fish. is perfect  for snorkeling, scuba diving and swimming.  Aquarium visit. Then the boat takes you to Mini beach, where is ideal for sunbathing with nice soft sand beach.  Enjoy some water sports: Jet skiing, water skiing & parasailing (your account). 

You will have lunch on Con Se Tre island, with spectacular views and houses made from bamboo. Relax or swim. 

Overnight in Nhatrang
Day 10 NHA TRANG /NHATRANG-DALAT (90+km cycling) (B/L)
8h00: Depart from the hotel by van to Dien Khanh citadel. Start cycling through peaceful and picturesque Dien Binh villages. Stops at the orchard, village market, administration center and local home. Finally come to mermen to country home for a Vietnamese lunch with local specialties such as Banh Xeo ( pancake ), spring rolls...

13h00Tranfer to Dalat ( 140 km around 3.5 hours drive), stop on the way on request, admire the spectacular sightseeing, mountain views, coffee plantations, ethnic houses.

Overnight in Dalat 
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Day 11 DALAT CITY TOUR/DALAT  -SAIGON  (B/L)

Breakfast at hotel. 

Start  Dalat city tour bike, visit  Hang Nga Crazy House, Bao Dao Palace, City flower park, Dalat market, Datanla Fall. Lunch then transfer by van to Ho Chi Minh city.

Arrival in Saigon . check in  hotel .

Overnight in Saigon
Day 12 SAIGON-CU CHI-SAIGON (25-40+km cycling) (B/L)
A full day trip cycling to Cu Chi Tunnels, about 60km north west of Ho Chi Minh City. Vietnamese resistance fighters constructed this incredible underground tunnel network during the long years of struggle for independence. Return to Ho Chi Minh City.
Day 13 SAIGON – VINH LONG (25+km cycling) .(B/L/D)
Take a bus transfer from your hotel in Saigon (2 hours) to My Tho village for our first boat trip. Take part in some late morning drifting, down the bustling branches of the Mekong Delta and into her tranquil canals. The first stop is on one of the area's many islands to sightsee. Visit a traditional Mekong Delta house & kitchen; indulge is some seasonal fruit along with some local tea and fresh honey; visit a local rice wine distillery for wine tasting; then paddle one of the small sampans along the arroyos. Break for lunch after this jam packed morning, then a short rest, followed by a leisurely afternoon bicycle ride (2 hours) on small dirt roads and walking bridges. Reach a local ferry crossing and then onto to Cai Be where we board a touring boat to the floating market and cruise over the mighty Mekong River. Our day ends at Binh Hoa Phuoc & An Binh Island where you can take in a great sunset view from the shores of the Mekong.

Dinner and overnight at a guesthouse on island
Day 14 VINH LONG – TRA VINH (60+km cycling) (B/L)
Wake up early and its back on the bikes for a 1/2 hour pedal under the natural green canopy to the ferry crossing for Vinh Long. Then its time to cover some distance, by bike, to Travinh. Depending on the groups cycling ability, a tailored special route will be planned for this day possibly passing villages with brick kilns where terracotta and pottery are made, or riding along immense rice fields, or cycling through numerous rural riverside villages. We bike out of the town on HW53 to Cau Vi (or Bung Truong bridge) with the distance of 27 km. Off the bridge, veer right to go straight to Cau Ke and reach Ta Thieu pagoda (Khmer's), another 29 km. After visiting the pagoda, shuttle to Tra Vinh. 

Overnight at hotel. 
Day 15 TRA VINH -VINH LONG – CANTHO (80+km cycling).(B/L) 
After breakfast, ride & shuttle to visit the Ba Om pond and some Khmer pagodas before leaving Tra Vinh for Vinh Long.

On arrival, have lunch and head onto the village of Ba Ke where we turn into the country road and enjoy the cool air and breeze along the road; there are a lot of photo moments of the smiles of Mekong people and working farmers at the velvet green rice fields and fruit tree garden, the peaceful scenery of the rivers and villages. we get back to the busy road and shuttle to our hotel for a cool drink at the poolside. Late afternoon you have free time for a scenic promenade along the city quay or more cycling along the Can Tho riverbank (time permitting).

Overnight in Can Tho
Day 16 CAN THO – SAIGON(30+km cycling) (B/L)
Start your day off with a morning boat trip to the exciting and chaotic Cai Rang Floating Market then up a quiet canal for more of a pleasure cruise and some peace and relaxation. 

Biking to  explore some backcountry roads (2 hours) enjoying the beautiful Delta scenery, meet the locals along the way. After lunch, we head back to Saigon  by  van where we drop you off at your hotel. Overnight in Saigon 
Day 17 HCM DEPARTURE (B)
After having breakfast, transfer from hotel to airport by private car to take a flight to your home.
